Primary headings are in “Heading1 ” style and are 9 point Times New Roman, Bold, Centred and all letters capitalized.

The body text should be in “Body” style, which is 9 point Times New Roman. “Body” paragraphs should have a minimum of two orphan/widow lines.

Take note of the spacing between headings and text and follow those conventions, e.g., 15 point above and 13 point below Level 1 Headings.

1.1. The Second Level heading “Heading 2” style: 9 point Times New Roman Bold, Initial Caps

As Proceedings will be produced ion CD-ROM there can be inclusion of additional sound and image files. More information is provided on this below.

1.2. Figures

All figures should be centered on the column (or page, if the figure spans both columns). Figure captions should follow each figure and have the format given below.

1.5.1. Reference Format

The reference format is the standard IEEE one.

Third level heading uses 9 point Times New Roman Italic.

2. FORMATTING SUMMARY

A summary of format and styles follows.

2.1. Fonts

The base font is Times New Roman. Style modifications, such as Bold and Italic are used for various purposes.

2.2. Headings and Paragraph Spacing

Section headings are in bold. Primary and secondary headings are numbered and in 9 point Times New Roman.

The first paragraph in a section is flush left. Notice the way the subsequent paragraphs in sections are indented.

2.3. Margins and Spacing

See Table 1 for a summary of the various white space requirements. The measurements have been provided in centimetres and inches. Your page size can be either A4 (21.0 x 29.7) cm, 8.27 x 11.69 inches) or US letter (21.6 x 27.9 cm, 8.5 x 11.0 inches). We recognize that US letter stationery is unavailable in many counties and that A4 stationery ius unavailable in other countries, so we will accept papers formatted for either type of stationery. It is absolutely essential to use the margin widths defined below for the stationery that you will be using. If people using US letter do not adhere exactly to the appropriate and right bottom margins outlined below, the margins in the Proceedings will not be uniform when transferred to A4. If equal margins are used for US letter pages this will result in very narrow right margins when transferred to A4 and possible obscuring of text on even pages.
